The matter came before the Planning Commission on September 15,
2021, and October 6, 2021, on a request for a Major Modification of a
Conditional Use to convert floor area within Building 1 from non-residential to
residential by approximately 4,055 square feet. Residential uses within the
Neighborhood Service zoning district are a Conditional Use and are limited to
50% of the contiguous area. The increase in residential floor area does not
exceed the 50% threshold. No additional dwelling units were proposed or
approved. The site is located north of SW Scholls Ferry Road and west of SW
Mountainside Way. Address: 17811 SW Scholls Ferry Road. Tax Lot 500 on
Washington County Tax Assessor’'s Map 2S106B.

Pursuant to Ordinance 2050 (Development Code) Section 50.45, the
Planning Commission conducted a public hearing; reviewed exhibits; and

considered testimony on the subject proposal.
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During the October 6, 2021 public hearing, Commissioner Teater raised
concerns about the request to reduce commercial space, specifically referencing
Comprehensive Plan Goal 3.7.1., Policy b and Goal 3.7.4, Policy a. which
encourage commercial and employment uses that provide opportunities for
small-scale commercial development that serve adjacent neighborhoods. The
applicant explained that providing commercial space within the same building
as the affordable senior-living units would trigger prevailing wage
requirements and would make the project financially infeasible. The applicant
also highlighted that the recently approved SCM Blackbird Farms PUD, which
1s adjacent to the site, included a lot that received approval for a
Comprehensive Plan Amendment to change from a residential land use
designation to commercial. The commercial zoning district, Corridor
Commercial, was also applied to the lot. The applicant explained that this
change could help off-set the increased residential floor area on the SCM Main
Street site. During closing statements, Commissioner Teater expressed that
this was a challenging decision.

The Commission, after holding the public hearing and considering all
oral and written testimony, adopts the Staff Report September 29, 2021, the
supplemental memorandum dated September 8, 2021 and the supplemental
memoranda dated October 6, 2021, and the findings contained therein, as
applicable to the approval criteria contained in Section 40.03.1 and

40.15.15.4.C of the Development Code.
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Therefore, IT IS HEREBY ORDERED that CU2021-0013 is
APPROVED, based on the testimony, reports and exhibits, and evidence
presented during the public hearing on the matter and based on the facts,
findings, and conclusions found in the Staff Report September 29, 2021, the
supplemental memorandum dated September 8, 2021 and the supplemental

memoranda dated October 6, 2021, and the findings contained therein.
